Planning & Development — Statutory Consultee role

From 01 June 2023 Local Planning Authorities have been required to consult ATE on planning applications
where developments meet the following minimum thresholds:

150
residential

units
(dwellings)

We believe this will see ATE reviewing around 3,100 applications a year, equating to 60% of new homes.

The establishment of ATE’s statutory consultee status follows a pilot project, which saw ATE work with 30 local
authorities to assess more than 60 developments over the 9 months up until November 2022.

Feedback from a survey at the start of the pilot saw 80% of respondents agree ATE should have a role in the

planning system.
