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Ramsgate - Stone Age to Iron Age Information PowerPoint
In this PowerPoint, children will learn about the creation of the Isle of Thanet, after the area of
Doggerland flooded due to rising sea levels. They will then discover how the Bronze Age and Iron Age
influenced changes in the area.

Burial Site Report
Children will take on the role of an archaeologist and complete a burial report on findings within the Cliffs
End dig. They will analyse the skeletons of human beings from the Bronze Age and make predictions
about what the findings show. A completed report is included, so that children can compare their
predictions to what was found.

Coins of the Past
Children will analyse two sketches of actual coins that were found in the Ramsgate area. They can then
compare these old coins to modern day coins and discover how coins can help us understand our history.

In this PowerPoint, children will learn about the influence of the Romans, Anglos and Normans on the
area around Ramsgate. They will then find out what changes took place during the Middle Ages.

Tracing Caesars Steps – Newspaper Analysis Activity
Children will analyse a news report about a recent discovery which points to the area of Pegwell Bay
being the first location where Caesar and his Roman army stepped foot in Britain. They will then need to
find 3 sources of evidence from the article and consider why sources are important in analysing history.

Roman Richborough Timeline Activity
Children will read, cut and sort timeline cards so that it tells the correct story of the history of the Romans
in Richborough.

Using a 1736 Ramsgate map, children will be guided to locate and label roads and streets that still exist
today. This will enable them to compare the town of Ramsgate in the Georgian era to the modern day.

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Ramsgate during the Victorian era PowerPoint Presentation
This presentation will teach children about the Victorian era, how Ramsgate changed during this time
and explore how transport links affected the town.

Victorian Then and Now
In this mix and match activity, Children will be provided with pictures of Ramsgate from the end of the
Victorian era. They will also be given modern day images of the same views. They will have to study
them carefully to match them together and can then compare them to see what has changed and what
is the same.

Victorian Buildings
This activity will provide a template for researching a building in Ramsgate that was built during the
Victorian era. It will encourage children to learn about the buildings in their town and feel a sense of
pride in the place that they call home.

Victorian Seaside
This source analysis activity will have children studying photographs and postcards from Victorian
Ramsgate to gain an understanding of the town’s importance as a seaside resort.

Children will design a blue plaque for one of the men who were instrumental in the building of the
Ramsgate Tunnels which saved so many life during World War 2.

Comparing the World Wars
In this task, children will use what they have learned about the World Wars, particularly the attacks on
Ramsgate to compare and contrast the two wars and consider the impact that they had.
